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They are not operational matters, 

but are strategic decisions which 

go to the very heart of the ethos 

and status of the  Prison Service. 

“Just as with the RUC in the past, 

it is now clear that a plan is afoot 

to change both name and badge 

of the Prison Service. What a 

calculated insult to the many 

brave prison officers who gave 

their lives in the service at the 

hands of IRA terrorism. Having 

lived through the humiliation and 

destruction of the RUC, I trust 

the wider unionist community 

will determine that the same will 

not be permitted to happen to 

the prison service. 

 

“When the RUC was so 

destroyed, the DUP blamed the 

UUP. Well now, the challenge to 

today’s lead party of unionism is 

to stop this sell out. They can do 

so by blocking every facet of the 

proposed prison reform which 

needs Assembly and Executive 

approval till these insulting 

changes are abandoned. My 

challenge tonight to the DUP is 

that they pledge to do so.  

TUV leader Jim Allister MLA has 

exposed a plan by the Justice 

Minister David Ford to remove 

the crown from the symbol of 

the prison service and to end the 

naming of the service and its 

prisons as ’Her Majesty’s’.    

Commenting on the matter, Mr 

Allister stated:  “The revelation 

in the Assembly – on foot of my 

probing – that the Justice Minis-

ter anticipates dropping the 

Crown from the symbol of the 

Prison Service and ceasing to call 

prisons ‘Her Majesty’s Prisons’, 

is an utterly unacceptable sop to 

IRA/Sinn Fein, which I am happy 

to have exposed.

Gillespie Concerned at Illegal Use of Fireworks  
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TUV Party Leader Jim Allister 

MLA has uncovered shocking 

statistics in relation to security 

alerts in Northern Ireland’s 3 

prisons. 

Commenting on the matter Mr 

Allister stated: 

In response to an Assembly 

Question I have established 

that there have been a total of 

4,411 security alerts over the 

last five years in Northern 

Ireland’s prisons. Although 

some of the alerts fall into a 

number of different categories 

so there may be an element of 

double counting in relation to 

some incidents the total is 

staggering. 

When one looks at the 

breakdown of the figures some 

startling facts emerge. In 

Maghaberry there were 38 cell 

wrecks in 2010 – almost double 

the total for the previous four 

years. There have also been a 

steady and alarming rise in the 

need for control and restraint 

incidents in the prison. There 

were 44 incidents in 2006 but 

this rose to 75 in 2009 and 138 

in 2010. 

  

“There has also been an 

alarming rise in the number of 

inmate on inmate assaults in 

Hydebank with a total of 64 in 

2010 compared with 42  in 

2006 and 39 in 2007. 

  

“The figures also reveal an 

alarming number of drug 

incidents in Magilligan with 

over 700 drug related incidents 

there over the last five years. It 

is evident that there is a serious 

problem of lawlessness inside 

our prisons and under Minister 

Ford’s watch this has grown 

considerably worse. 

These statistics reinforce my 

belief that David Ford needs to 

come to the Assembly and 

explain just want is going on 

inside our prisons.” 

“How is it that we have a DETI 

minister who does not know 

how many jobs Invest NI – 

whose Chief Executive she 

rewarded with approval of a 

£35,000 performance bonus – 

has really created. She has 

been in office for years – did 

she never think to ask?

The response was less than 

reassuring, nonetheless it is 

imperative that Europe 

addresses this issue robustly, 

indeed, just as robustly as they 

have addressed perceived 

deficiencies in our SFP regime, 

resulting in heavy fines. How 

much will the defaulting 

countries now be fined on the 

cage issue? We wait to see.”
